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Every person is unique. It is impossible to find at least two people with absolutely
similar views on the world, because a person is surrounded by many factors that somehow
influence him and form his character, values, goals, views. Absolutely everything can act
as such factors: from family and friends to weather conditions. The profession chosen by
a person shows not only a lot of characteristic features that he already possesses and
repels when choosing a profession, but also in the future it has an impact on personal and
professional development.

Professional deformation is expressed both in speech and in the manner of behavior,
and even in facial expressions and gestures. So, for example, military officers are
distinguished by their straightforwardness, strict discipline and love of order, but artists, on
the contrary, are lovers of spontaneous decisions, creative disorder and "free flight".

People who accept their profession as a lifestyle get a special vision of the world
picture, an unusual division of it, have a special attitude to objects. And this also has no
small impact on their personality. So people who are engaged in a business that they like
look at the world with great enthusiasm, they are characterized by a great deformation,
they come into their profession and make it a part of their life than those who are not
satisfied with their profession. Such people perform their work differently. Professions
affect not only professional development, but also personal development. So a person who
came to work in a field that he initially considered "not his own" can get used to it and
deform in the process of carrying out this activity. For example, a person working in the
service sector becomes more sociable, begins to understand people only by certain
gestures, facial expressions.

| chose my future profession based on personal qualities, | love order and punctuality,
and it is also easier for me to perform strictly standardized work, observing a clear
schedule, although it does not always work out, and thus my choice fell on the profession
of a customs officer. Expectations from my future profession are quite high, | expect that
working in the customs authorities will teach me not only to know, but also to understand
the laws, as well as transform me into a more serious person. Of course, the profession of
a customs officer is not a profession that should be deeply penetrated, otherwise excessive
discipline may interfere with development in other, more loyal to discipline areas. But | am
more than sure that | will be able to combine it.

Summing up, we can say that a profession cannot but influence a person, therefore
only a person has the right to choose his profession and it is better to do it consciously and
treat it with interest.
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Today digitalization in the health care of Kazakhstan is one of the priority tasks. The
relevance of digitalization issues is dictated by the growing request of citizens for high
quality medical care. Improving the quality of medical services requires the priority
development of the electronic healthcare sphere and the transition to a paperless
document management. In Kazakhstan the State Program for the Development of Health
care system of the Republic of Kazakhstan was adopted for the years 2020 - 2025, the
purpose of which is to ensure high-quality and affordable health care.

Digitalization includes telemedicine, robotic technology, technology using big data
and artificial intelligence, mobile healthcare, etc. Medicine in the development of
technology is far ahead of many other areas. And the changes that these technologies bring
are noticeable, as they allow early detection of diseases, prevent their development, give
access to medicine to more people and, ultimately, improve the quality of people's lives.
My essay is about how new technologies have already changed and will change the
medical field in the world and in particular in Kazakhstan.

At present, thanks to modern technologies, centralized registers have been formed
that are necessary for the exchange of data on the medical care provided. Standards have
been approved to ensure uniform approaches to the formation of digital healthcare system.
The development of the healthcare integration platform has been completed. The
development of information systems has expanded the range of automated public services,
reduced paperwork in medical organizations, and improved the quality of information about
medical and pharmaceutical services. However, all these processes at the same time will
not cancel the traditional visits to the clinics. People who are used to going to doctors will
also still be able to go for consultations. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan actively use
mobile applications that allow them to call a doctor at home, get access to test results and
other medical information. The domestic health care system must change expensive
treatment of diseases to their prevention, public health management.
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Digital modernization of healthcare is currently considered as one of the main
mechanisms for the modernization of domestic healthcare. At the same time, despite the
obvious success of individual projects, the massive introduction of digitalization methods
into the daily work of most healthcare institutions in the country remains insufficient. The
main problems are the lack of a clearly regulated mechanism for financing and regulatory
support for digitalization, a scientifically based algorithm for the use of electronic
technologies, a lack of technical equipment and trained personnel. Modern medicine is
increasingly using electronic capabilities, improving the quality of service and adapting to
the fast pace of life of citizens. Kazakhstani companies are actively introducing digital
platforms to promote a new generation of medicine.

In the future, the widespread introduction of digital medicine and artificial intelligence
will create conditions for the implementation of personalized medicine in Kazakhstan (4P-
medicine). Personalized medicine will allow at the preclinical stage to detect and predict
the course of the disease, to carry out preventive measures, thereby reducing the cost of
treatment and rehabilitation of preventable diseases. Qualified scientific and medical
personnel will be trained in personalized medicine (bioinformatics, medical genetics,
pharmagenetics, etc.) within the framework of master's, doctoral and postdoctoral studies.
The main role in the implementation of 4P medicine will be played by genetic laboratories
and biobanks, medical information systems and artificial intelligence. A biobank will be
created to conduct clinical research in the field of personalized medicine with a big data
base.

Complete digitalization of the healthcare system is a long-term goal that has not yet
been achieved by any country in the world. According to analysts, as part of the digital
transformation, new professions will not only appear, but also the requirements for
representatives of classical specialties will change. The criteria for “digitalization” of
healthcare used in international practice are constantly changing towards complication,
and the task is not so much to achieve a conditional maximum, but to constantly develop.

At the moment, certain medical documents are already maintained in Kazakhstan
only in electronic form, certain types of services are provided in electronic form, but there
are entire sections ahead that are not covered by digitalization. Among them are: works
with the genome and personalized medicine. The ministry, however, has certain plans until
2025 within the framework of the current State Program for the Development of Healthcare
and the State Program "Digital Kazakhstan". During this period, it is necessary to introduce
tools for verification and advanced data analysis on the basis of existing digital data
collection tools. This will provide impetus for the intensive development of the health care
system using available internal resources.

Over the past seven years, digitalization efforts have been directed mainly towards
the provision of medical care. Kazakhstan was able to introduce a number of technologies
in a short time, including medical information systems and mobile applications for patients.
This was achieved through active collaboration with public health organizations and private
information technology providers. At the same time, the project to create a single platform
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at the national level that would integrate medical information obtained from various sources
around a particular patient has not been completed yet. Such a platform is needed both for
the patient himself and for the doctors providing him with medical care, as well as for the
governing and financing authorities. The public health sector is also poorly covered by
digitalization activities, which was especially acute against the background of the pandemic
caused by Covid-19. The pandemic has had a significant impact on the workload of
medical facilities and the staff.

Not enough attention has been paid to the collection of depersonalized data for
scientific and applied research. Many initiatives related to the digitalization of healthcare
stop at the pilot stage, as was the case with projects to introduce artificial intelligence for
oncology. This is due to the fact that private investments are difficult to monetize or
guarantee their payback, as the healthcare system in the country remains socially oriented.

There are also infrastructural problems, including the availability, cost and quality of
the Internet in remote rural areas, the availability of good computer equipment. Despite the
work carried out to equip the workplaces of medical staff with computer equipment, many
organizations continue to use obsolete computer models. There is a lot of outdated medical
equipment in the countryside that does not transmit research results in digital format, or
uses outdated technologies. In addition, not all healthcare managers and healthcare
professionals have fully embraced the digital tools and new opportunities offered.

If properly implemented, digital tools can support daily clinical practice at every
stage and level. This is facilitating the planning of preventive and planned medical services;
accelerating and facilitating the diagnosis of digital medical images (X-ray, ultrasound,
computed tomography, magnetic resonance imaging etc.) using artificial intelligence;
checking the correctness of the prescribed drug and its dosage, including checking for
allergies and drug compatibility; access to a complete history of diseases and requests for
medical care, including access to important information (allergies, intolerances,
contraindications) in case of emergency and urgent situations; notifications and reminders
about cases or patients who need the provision of planned or unscheduled medical
services; quick access to information about the availability of free resources (drugs, medical
devices, equipment, services, beds); access to reliable depersonalized information for
medical research, development of treatment standards and protocols, etc. As a rule, the
introduction of digital tools at the level of the healthcare system has a positive multiplier
effect, expressed in a general increase in the availability, efficiency and quality of medical
care.

The World Health Organization, summarizing the results of a common European
study of digital technologies in healthcare, notes that the digitalization of healthcare allows
to expand the range of services in conditions of limited resources, increasing the level of
transparency and accessibility of medical care, and stimulating innovation and efficiency
growth.

Digitalization of healthcare is the use of digital technologies to transform traditional
healthcare business processes. Similar to other areas of the economy, such as banking or
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sales, where digital technologies make services faster, cheaper and more efficient for
customers and service providers, there are many examples in healthcare of how
digitalization reduces costs, improves the quality and efficiency of medical services. The
simplest example of how digitalization affects the process of providing medical care is the
use of mobile applications, thanks to which patients do not need to return to the medical
organization to receive laboratory test results, as they become available on a smartphone.
This is not just saving the patient's time, but also reducing the queues and employment of
medical personnel. A similar effect can be achieved with the use of telemedicine for the
purposes of remote advisory assistance and for monitoring chronic conditions.

An electronic patient’s card and medical history, an electronic prescription will
improve the quality of medical care, as they will completely eliminate the amount of paper
work of a medical worker. Electronic documentation will accumulate all information about
the patient: vaccinations, allergic reactions, medical history, information about treatment,
prescribed medicines and the results of laboratory and diagnostic tests. The patient will
also have access to their electronic medical record, and can see the results of the latest
tests and diagnostic tests.

Expert systems and artificial intelligence that assist medical staff in making a
diagnosis and prescribing treatment can improve the quality and safety of medical care.
Full access to the entire medical history of the patient, which can be provided by integrating
disparate medical information systems through uniform standards at the national level, also
contributes to the formation of a more complete clinical picture for the doctor and,
accordingly, to making the right decisions in the course of diagnosis and treatment. Drug
tracking and patient feedback systems can help improve the rational use of medicines,
especially high-cost medicines. These systems can contribute to solving public health
problems, including improving the epidemiological surveillance of infectious and non-
infectious diseases, forecasting morbidity and mortality.

During 2023 Kazakhstan plans completely to get rid of non-digital medical
equipment. Institutions of the healthcare industry are gradually moving towards a
completely paperless workflow. But patients have the right to draw up an application for
maintaining medical records in paper form. In this case, the electronic document must also
be duplicated on paper.

In the coming years, personal gadgets with sensors that are used for diagnostic
purposes will be of particular relevance. With their help, it will be possible to track the level
of glucose, heart rate and even mood. Doctors receive information about their health status
in real time, which allows them to diagnose and write down a treatment protocol individually
for each patient. It has also become convenient for doctors to work according to the CMIS
(comprehensive medical information system) program, as well as the integration of data
from different medical organizations in one system, allows them to track the path of the
patient: which medical organizations he visited, what examinations he underwent.

One of the innovations in modern medicine is telemedicine. Today telemedicine
allows doctors to monitor continuously the medical parameters of patients, broadcast
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surgical operations, undergo tele-education and conduct online consultations. The
advantages of telemedicine are considered to be the possibility of reducing costs and
solving the problem of inequality in access to medical care - when people from small
settlements have less opportunity to get an appointment with a qualified doctor than
residents of big cities. All this can radically transform the existing healthcare system by
improving the quality and satisfaction of patients. The development of telemedicine in the
country makes it possible to carry out remote consultations and training of medical workers
in the regions directly at their workplaces, as well as to provide assistance to colleagues in
the field when it is necessary to resolve the issue promptly in working order.

As part of the compulsory medical insurance system, Kazakhstanis got the
opportunity to be examined using expensive equipment. Certain categories of patients with
complex diseases can receive drugs at the expense of compulsory health insurance.
Patients, healthcare professionals and organizations are increasingly using technology to
better understand health-related processes, from tools that report blood glucose levels to
wearable devices like smart watches that can detect a wearer's fall and report it to
emergency services. All these systems imply the accumulation of a huge amount of
information. Subsequently, big data in the field of medicine helps experts to see patterns
in the incidence of patients.

Mobile health (m-health), a relatively new term that refers to the interaction between
the healthcare system and wireless mobile technologies. It is also used to ensure a healthy
lifestyle for a person. Mobile health services are extremely useful for managing chronic
diseases, diagnosing, issuing various medical certificates, as well as weight management.

In Kazakhstan, there are no services that would include all these components yet,
but there are platforms that are ready to offer definite services. For example, DariKZ is a
search for medicines or the iDoctor.kz platform, where you can make an appointment with
a doctor, as well as get an online consultation. There is also a platform for the domestic
products VitAlem and NomaDiet, as well as a biosensor device for effective tracking of
pulse, oxygen saturation and heart rate. The NomabDiet application is for compiling a diet
to maintain a healthy lifestyle. Now Kazakhstan is negotiating with various companies to
include a machine learning mechanism in applications, it is supposed to give the user
individual recommendations based on his preferences.

The use of the Internet continues to grow, and the volume of data is increasing. The
introduction of 5G technologies can help solve these problems. China already performed
its first remote operation this year, when a doctor in the southeastern province of Fujian
removed the liver of a lab test animal while operating surgical robotic arms over a 5G
connection. And in 2016, an international team of researchers developed a miniature
wireless electronic device that can monitor temperature and pressure when implanted in
the brain.

In recent years, almost everyone in the medical field has been saying that the Internet
infrastructure has become an integral part of affordable healthcare. “Siemens Healthneers”,
one of the world's leading suppliers of medical technologies, has been operating in the
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Kazakhstan market for 23 years and is engaged in the production of heavy medical
equipment - magnetic resonance tomography, computed tomography, X-ray machines,
mammographs, ultrasound machines. The company is also engaged in laboratory
diagnostics. Siemens equipment is presented in almost all public clinics and in many
private medical institutions. Any device, regardless of its location, can be connected to the
Internet. So service and training of doctors can be carried out from anywhere in the world.

The Ministry of Public Health of Kazakhstan, together with “IBM Corporation”, plans
to conduct a pilot project on the use of artificial intelligence in the field of oncology.
Meanwhile, at the end of September, Kazakhstan, “IBM Watson Health” and the French
company “Guerbert” entered into a joint development agreement for the creation and
production of x-ray contrast agents to create software based on artificial intelligence. It
should help diagnose and monitor patients with prostate cancer.

Due to artificial intelligence that can store and analyze every detail in real time,
including the medical records of thousands of patients, and correlate this information with
their extensive knowledge in the field of medicine, doctors will be able to make more
accurate diagnoses and prescribe optimal drugs at certain doses. First of all, the interest
of medical professionals in using artificial intelligence lies in preventive medicine, because
applications based on machine learning will warn and prevent diseases.

In Kazakhstan today there are various initiatives to develop software based on
artificial intelligence in the healthcare sector. While they are not yet widely represented,
many are only accumulating information and creating a primary database. The market of
Kazakhstan is not a priority for everyone, but this makes it quite promising and interesting
for young entrepreneurs and startup founders.

In my opinion, digital health is the most efficient and cost-effective way for the world
community to achieve the health goals, in particular universal health coverage, in which
everyone can access quality health care in which he needs without financial hardship.

Today digital technologies influence social development, economic growth and
competitiveness. In addition information technologies open up opportunities for the
development of new ideas and knowledge, the emergence of new professions and
advanced training. This creates new social disproportions in society. Thanks to comfortable
conditions for regions and cities, the living conditions of the population are improving. As
a result, innovations that attract qualified personnel are becoming an important tool for
innovative growth. To realize the development potential of any industry, it is important to
develop digital tools and solutions, develop and implement new IT platforms and systems,
as well as equip medical organizations with the necessary equipment and electronic
devices.

The use of digital technologies in the healthcare sector provides a positive impact
on the economy in a number of indicators, such as the quality of diagnosis and treatment,
the effectiveness of medical personnel, the effectiveness of management decisions, the
standardization of medical services, and the availability of medical care. Thus, e-health is
a global topic that is actively discussed at various international conferences and meetings
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of international structures. For example, the United Nations constantly pays special
attention to the digitalization of society and the development of e-health.

Digital technologies increase the efficiency of the work of medical workers, improve
the work of medical institutions and bring the healthcare system to a new level of service
delivery both in terms of quality and quantity. In turn, first aid is one of the most important
levels of health care for a number of reasons, and it is at this level that digitalization brings
the most significant contribution, both from the side of the patient and from the side of the
health care system.

Nevertheless, the following benefits from the introduction of digital technologies in
the healthcare industry can already be distinguished: 1) Reduction of documentary and
paper work; 2) Savings in drug costs due to increased accuracy of diagnosis; 3) Savings
on laboratory tests due to more complete statistics about the patient; 4) Benefits from the
optimization of financial flows and their greater transparency; 5) Improving safety, and
hence the quality of medical services by transferring part of the monitoring and control
functions to information systems; 6) Ease of exchanging information about the patient
between institutions, as well as its storage thanks to a single electronic medical record; 7)
Reducing the number of medical errors associated with the human factor during the
prescription of drugs; 8) Improving the process of obtaining feedback from patients through
the use of portals of medical institutions; 9) Improving the efficiency of decision-making in
the administrative part regarding the timely and complete ordering of medicines,
equipment, calculation of the cost of treatment, etc.

One of the main factors for the prosperity of society and the well-being of the
population is the health of its citizens, which acts as a non-renewable resource. In
connection with the deterioration of the environment and the increase in production, the
problem of the evolution of diseases and their effective treatment is becoming increasingly
important. The constant development of the medical industry and health care is determined
by its priority, since mankind from the beginning of its existence needs high-quality medical
services, the constant consumption of pharmaceuticals and medical products to maintain
their own health. The medical market is an important sector of the economy of any country
and is a criterion for its socio-economic development and improving the welfare of the
population. The developed pharmaceutical industry of the country is considered an
indicator of the high innovativeness of its economy. In modern conditions, pharmaceutical
industry has become the most profitable sphere, which attracts investors.

Today more than 20 online software systems operate on the territory of Kazakhstan,
which connect all medical organizations into a single information space. The introduction
of e-health will improve the efficiency and accessibility of medical care, especially in rural
areas, for the disabled and the elderly. Since healthcare is a very specific area, it requires
a special attitude and technological solutions. Patient data will be entered, stored and
viewed electronically. Not only the doctor, but also the nurse will be able to fill out the
patient card, which will significantly reduce the time spent by the doctor on the patient.
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Foreign experience in creating an e-health infrastructure shows that this healthcare sector
is the main element of the future system of safe, effective, high-quality health care.

Western countries have a lot of experience in this area. E-health scaling up programs
exist in many countries in the European Union and the United States. Their implementation
was undertaken by the largest corporations such as Oracle, Microsoft, HP, IBM, General
Electric, etc. According to the developers of these programs, the e-health system should
integrate all areas of the country's health care: the provision of medical services and human
resources; management of finance and logistics of the industry. It should guarantee the
absence of duplication of medical services and the availability of complete information
about each patient through the implementation of uniform data standards and the provision
of a continuous and simple system of information transfer.

It should be emphasized that there are no uniform standards for e-health and the
provision of medical services, both in Kazakhstan and in the world. Different countries have
created their own national types of e-health portal. This was facilitated by a number of
factors, including financial performance, national legal systems, social norms, etc. A
striking example is the European form - this is the Scandinavian model, which represents
a unified monitoring system and was characterized by a reliable data storage tool. Similar
health care systems were used in the Nordic countries, which were for the most part funded
by the state. In this regard, government structures are the guarantor of innovation and
determine the standards of the health care system.

Thus, as a result of the introduction of e-health, an increase in population satisfaction
with the quality of medical services is expected. An important issue in the field of
digitalization is not only the introduction of digital technologies in the healthcare sector, but
also the readiness of public institutions for these innovations. This is especially true of
political institutions and the education system. Political institutions will have to adapt to
changing roles in the state-patient-health system, and the education system will have to
adapt adequately to introduce training in the use of sufficiently advanced digital
technologies, as well as new models of interaction with patients into medical education
programs.

Speaking about today’s International art projects, | can but mention the success of
the project “Russian-German Music Academy online - for the 75th anniversary of the end
of World War II”, which is a testament to the power of art to bring people from diverse
backgrounds together. The resounding success of the project was evident through the
millions of views it received, as well as the attention it received from political and diplomatic
circles across the world. Concert halls in Berlin, Moscow, and St. Petersburg were opened
to record individual musical acts in compliance with all the rules of the pandemic, and a
unique film “Together in Difficult Times” was created. The project was a kind of “bridge”
between Russia and Germany, promoting cultural exchange and reminding the world of the
importance of peace and unity.

Another project that really captured my attention and left a lasting impression on me
was “The Cultural Capitals”. | was immediately drawn to this initiative because of its focus
on showcasing the unique cultural heritage and traditions of different cities around the
world. “The Cultural Capitals” art project was created with the aim of promoting cultural
exchange between Poland and Russia. It was based on the concept of "not a competition,
but an interaction", meaning that the artists from St. Petersburg and Krakow were not
competing with each other, but rather interacting and collaborating to showcase the unique
cultural identities of these two cities.

“l hope young artists and aspiring professionals will appreciate our contribution to the
cooperation between Poland and Russia. We have a lot in common, actually. As for me, |
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am concerned about the disunity of Russia and other European countries. Someone has to
take steps. In our case, we solve several problems: we give the opportunities to the young,”
says chief project coordinator Kira Sandina.

The success of "The Cultural Capitals" art project can be attributed to its innovative
approach to promoting cultural exchange. By focusing on collaboration and interaction
rather than competition, the project was able to create a shared space where artists from
different backgrounds could come together and showcase their unique cultural identities.
The project's emphasis on engaging young people in cultural exchange also helped to
ensure that the project would have a lasting impact on the cultural landscape of both
countries.

| am sincerely convinced that such projects demonstrate the power of art to bring
people together and promote a sense of unity and understanding that transcends all
barriers.

| devoted the second part of my essay to the person who once and for all converted
the public perception of contemporary art, framing it as a form of dialogue that can deeply
resonate with thousands of people.

Among art-world luminaries who expressed their vision without tailoring their art to
the political demands of the government | would like to single out a person known as the
“grandmother of performance art”. She mesmerized audiences with spectacular
performances and speeches, but it was her passionate temperament, and genuine
sincerity, onstage and off, that made her a phenomenon, a real international personification
of freedom incarnate. But first things first — the speech is about Marina Abramovic and her
idea of the unity people through art.

Truth to be told, | decided to write about Marina Abramovic in a heartbeat. In my
opinion, she is one of the few artists whose craft wasn’t affected by any biases whatsoever.
At first glance, the work of Marina Abramovi¢ would appear to conform to that hackneyed
old saying that the best art is always about the self. However, as with so many other clichés
about contemporary art, this serves only to limit the scope, richness and originality of this
particular artist who, since day one over four decades ago, has made her own human body
into a vital space for dialogue between the artist and the viewer. Undoubtedly, the viewer's
perception of performative art has changed. Earlier, the focus was on an artistic work that
«existed independently of its creator and recipient». Now, artists create an atmosphere
where the public and the artist are the most crucial components.

The Serbian artist's performances involve an immediate and emotional exchange of
energy with the public, as she intends, making them that last piece of the equation without
which the transformative experience of art would be incomplete and in vain. In her works,
she creates a dialogue between the artist and the viewer, breaking down the traditional
barriers between the two and allowing for a shared experience that transcends language
and culture. Her work has inspired countless artists to explore the boundaries of their own
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art forms and to create new and innovative works that challenge our perceptions and
promote a sense of unity.

One of Abramovi¢'s most notable projects is "The Artist is Present," a performance
piece that took place at the Museum of Modern Art in New York City. For 75 days,
Abramovi¢ sat in a chair across from museum visitors, inviting them to sit across from her
and make eye contact. Abramovi¢ said that during that time, she became a mirror for people
who entrust their feelings and emotions to her. This experience, according to Marina
Abramovi¢, "showed how lonely people can be in a society that establishes distance and
makes people alienated and closed.” This simple act of human connection had a profound
impact on those who participated, breaking down the walls that we often put up to protect
ourselves from others. Another example of Abramovi¢'s work is "Balkan Baroque," a piece
that explores the artist's personal history and the history of her native Yugoslavia. Through
a combination of performance, video, and audio elements, Abramovi¢ creates a moving
portrait of a nation torn apart by war and conflict. By sharing her own experiences and
connecting with the audience on a personal level, Abramovich is able to create a sense of
unity and understanding that transcends cultural and political boundaries.

Overall, the work of Marina Abramovi¢ serves as a powerful reminder of the
transformative power of art. By bringing people together and creating opportunities for
meaningful human connection, international art projects have the potential to unite us all
and promote greater understanding and empathy across borders.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the power of art to bring people together has
been recognized for centuries, and it continues to be an important tool in promoting cross-
cultural understanding and collaboration. Through international art projects, we can create
a space where people from different backgrounds can come together to share their stories,
their cultures and their experiences, and in doing so, promote a sense of unity and
understanding that transcends all barriers. International art projects can be used as a tool
to prevent loneliness and detachment by creating a shared space where people can
connect and communicate across borders. As Marina Abramovic says, "Art is not just about
aesthetics, it's about the possibility of communication."
