I would like to begin this essay with the words of Likhachev: “Russian culture is, first
of all, our performances, our holidays, our schools and universities, our parents, our
families, our Motherland and our attitude towards other people and countries”. Russian
culture is the result of the labor of all the peoples of Russia. This is a transnational process.
Culture is the soul of the people, created not only by artists and poets, but by the entire
people as a whole. This is closely related to the history of the country, because if the country
develops, the culture will flourish. Having collected information from various sources and
conducted research, in this essay we would like to outline our vision of the development of
Russian culture, dividing it into 7 stages following well-known researchers.

Ancient Rus' can be attributed to the first period. The Russian people carefully
preserve ancient traditions that appeared in the distant past. Little is known about this, but
we have tried to find answers to many questions in the past. Recently, there has been
debate about the contribution of various ethnic groups to ancient Russian culture. For
example, in all chronicles they wrote about the Valyagins’ call for proud rule, but in the 18th
century they tried to erase this event from history, because they believed that if foreign
rulers were needed, the Russian tribe would make a significant contribution to the
development of the country’s culture. It gave us the Orthodox faith, and we adopted
Byzantine iconography, but our architecture, for example, is different. Therefore, Ancient
Rus' was not a protected oasis. In our time, everything has been preserved from the very
beginning, but it was also a crossroads.

The second stage is the Moscow kingdom. Russia has become a completely new
country. It is based on the unity of authoritarianism and Orthodoxy. After gaining
independence from the tribe, Moscow began to look for itself. The Orthodox faith is the
basis of culture. The Time of Troubles is a time of cultural crisis, but it ends in victory.

The third period can be distinguished from the beginning of the reign of Peter the
Great to the Decembrist uprising. At that time, Russia was fighting for Europe. Isolation was
unacceptable, otherwise Russia would inevitably lag behind in cultural development. Given
that Catholicism was the most influential religion at the time, the question was who to
emulate. However, Peter the Great decided to Europeanize the country along the Protestant
model. He tried to completely change the culture of the Russian people and taught those
around him to behave like Europeans. His descendant Peter the 3rd granted freedom to
the nobles, and now they serve not under coercion, but of their own free will. Thus was
born a newcomer, independent and devoted to the throne.

Everything would be fine, but in 1825 the revolution began, and people opposed
Europeanization and wanted to abolish serfdom. After the suppression of the Decembrist
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uprising, the noble elite lost self-confidence. Now the Russian people, another social
stratum, will become a symbol of the future of Russia. According to Chaadaev, becoming
Russian is not the same as becoming European. Future revolutionaries organized walks
among the people to educate the peasants. And the next era does not provide for such a
fascinating cultural path; faith in the people and the search for a special Russian destiny
will remain the main idea for a long time.

The fifth period can be attributed to the Silver Age of Russian culture and literature.
For the first time, Russian culture did not have to keep pace with European culture. During
this period, not only creators appeared, but also those who wanted to build factories,
because they provided money for the publication of books, performances and exhibitions,
because art is the future.

The sixth period falls on the period between the revolution and the Great Patriotic War,
the first years of Soviet power. Russian culture is changing direction. Cultural workers
realized that they were in the grip of the Soviet system. Some people try not to betray
revolutionary ideals, like Mayakovsky, while others, like Bulgakov, do not accept the Soviet
system. Platonov and Zoshchenko tried to speak a new, real language.

The latter period can be dated to the time after the Great Patriotic War and before the
collapse of the Soviet Union. Cultural figures are being attacked. With the death of Stalin
everything changed. The "thawing" has begun. Solzhenitsyn's story about Stalin's camp
was published with the permission of the authorities. Thus, the period of cultural
development of the Soviet Union ended. History ended and modernity began.

Currently, the fate of our country is woven from various, sometimes very unusual,
difficulties. Representatives of different ethnic groups live and communicate with each
other. Everyone has their own habits and beliefs, but when they meet, this does not prevent
them from finding a common language.

| really hope that our people will remain strong and patient, like a real Russian; proud,
like a Caucasian mountaineer; like a resident of Siberia, experiencing joys and hardships,
ups and downs, for the whole world. After all, all these qualities have accumulated over
centuries in the blood of all Russians, and they claim to be Russian, regardless of their
origin.

The subject of Russia and Global Demographic Trends is of paramount relevance and
necessitates thorough examination, as demographic processes exert a profound impact on
the economic, social, and political evolution of a nation. In recent years, global demography
has been undergoing significant transformations, driven by the aging of populations, shifts
in birth and death rates, migratory patterns, threats to civilian populations, and other
factors. Russia is no exception and has likewise encountered a series of demographic
challenges that demand timely and effective resolution.

The relevance of this problem is due to the fact that demographic trends have a direct
impact on economic growth, healthcare and the social sphere. That is why | would like to
describe how | see this problem in Russia and how we can do to prevent or to change this
situation.

First of all, | would define the reasons that will contribute to reducing the birth rate.
Firstly, over the past 4 years, many events have occurred: COVID-19 and the beginning of
the Special Military Operation, which caused a number of adverse changes in the country
for the population and the state as a whole. Secondly, against the background of
everything, there was a sharp increase in inflation, which increased the prices of food and
housing, respectively. Thirdly, due to the outbreak of hostilities, many men left to defend
their homeland, hence the number of male workers and procreation decreased. Fourth,
there are territories that border a hostile country, so there is no calm sky, which is why there
is no desire to have children. There are quite a few reasons, but these are the most relevant
reasons at the moment.

It is necessary to mention the rather low support for young families. In spite of this
fact, that maternity capital has now been increased for the birth of a child, there is no
prospect of having a child, it does not help this situation globally due to the unstable
situation.

In my opinion there are several solutions to Russia's demographic problems:
providing financial benefits and allowances to families with children, developing a pre-
school education system and improving the living conditions of young families. The state
should provide an opportunity to receive wages (at least 70-80%) during maternity leave.
The Government should also improve the quality of medical care (the ability to receive
quality treatment from highly qualified specialists), especially in rural areas, and carry out
preventive measures aimed at reducing mortality from diseases. The government must
ensure an increase in living standards, that is, raise wages. The population needs an early
cessation of hostilities, as well as an increase in the staff of qualified psychologists to
support the population in such a harsh time. The State should also improve the protection
of the border areas that border the belligerent country.
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In conclusion, | would like to say that demographic trends in Russia and the world
require constant attention and the development of integrated solutions to ensure the
sustainable development of the country. Only timely and adequate response to
demographic challenges will allow Russia to successfully integrate into the world
community and ensure the well-being of its citizens. | hope that peacetime will soon come
to Russia.

The African continent is unique and inimitable, it is one of the places where the image
of tribal life and modern scientific technologies are combined. Stereotypically, traditional
Africa is associated with primitive peoples running with spears and wearing only loincloths.
However, the world is developing rapidly and the modernization process does not bypass
Africa.

Modern Africa is developing in much the same way as the countries of Europe;
however, it should be borne in mind that along with the process of urbanization, there are
still some places where the traditional, peculiar cultural custom is preserved.

In fact, Africa is a treasure trove of world history, since it was this continent that was
once strongly influenced by the countries of Europe.

African Studies

In the history of African exploration, the Russian traveler V.V. Junker is considered
the largest figure among the pioneers in exploring the Upper Nile region and the northern
part of the basin of another great river — the Congo [1, p. 4].

In the summer of 1875, the young traveler participated in the International
Geographical Congress in Paris. There he met with G. Nachtigall, G. Rolfs and G. A.
Schweinfurt who were world-famous explorers of Africa. They had a noticeable influence
on the choice of routes and directions of research in Africa by the Russian colleague [1, p.
5]. If we summarize the most important geographical results of Junker's travels we
understand that his greatest achievement was the establishment of the exact position of
the Nile-Congo watershed on his second journey. Juncker managed to fix it over a huge
length (almost 1200 km), i.e., in essence, this most important natural boundary [1, pp. 8-9].

Another outstanding Russian researcher of Africa was A.V. Eliseev, who investigated
the Sahara. His first acquaintance with the biggest desert of Africa took place in 1881, when
he traveled along the Nile Valley. During the trip, he noted that all the mountain ranges are
composed of crystalline rocks — gneiss, granites, shales — and are dotted with fragments
of rocks [2, p. 36].

Modern studies of African countries are conducted with the usage of new
technologies and methods. Among them we should mention new ways of climate and soll
studying. But no less important aspect is a new look at the African people and their
connection with Russia.

As a participant of the World Youth Festival 2024, | have got the possibility to talk
with representatives of African countries. The members, who made up 10 pec cent of the
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total number of guests, shared their ideas about relations with Russia and the influence of
Russian culture on the development of Africa.
Algeria

Algeria is the largest country in Africa. Previously, the country was a French colony,
and before that it was under the rule of Rome. Thus, the city of Constantine is named after
the Roman Emperor Constantine the Great.

Idris is a 29-year-old Algerian agricultural engineer. Speaking about Russia he
highlighted the huge size of the country, the cold and harsh climate, beauty and power.

“When | think of Russia, | think of the country's size, power, and beauty. Don't forget
the cold, of course.” (Author’s note: here and further the original punctuation, spelling and
grammar are retained.)

When | talked to Idris, | found out that he
knows a lot about Russian culture and even speaks
Russian. Describing life in Algeria, he has said that 7
there is a street in the city that named after Leo
Tolstoy (picture 1), the great Russian writer and
philosopher. Russian is also taught at universities,
and there is a Russian cultural center in the city.

“Of course, the relationship between Algeria
and Russia has been around since ancient times.
